Specifically, users can use the case management tools and contact tracing
services to monitor the spread of an epidemiological outbreak. Although
primarily designed in response to HIV, the current pandemic has made
OpenMRS particularly relevant.

OpenMRS is built on a database that stores clinical findings, test results
and socio-economic data distributed under a MPL v2.0 licence with
Healthcare Disclaimer. Though the platform enables sharing between
projects and sites and new functionality can be added, the core code can
not be modified, ensuring its safety.
